The artistry of harpist WENDY KERNER has been 
described by The New York Times as “first rate”. Ms. 
Kerner has toured extensively throughout the United 
States and has played for the Prime Minister of 
Ireland, the Archbishop of New York and other 
dignitaries. Ms. Kerner is the principal harpist with The 
Norwalk, Bridgeport, and Ridgefield Symphonies in 
Connecticut and a winner of the American Harp 
Society’s Concert Artist Program.  She was presented 
in her New York Debut in Carnegie Recital Hall as a 
winner of the Artists International Competition.  Ms. 
Kerner began studying the harp at the age of seven. 
She was a scholarship student at The Juilliard School 
where she received her Bachelor and Master of Music 
Degrees.  Ms. Kerner teaches harp at Sacred Heart 
University and maintains a busy studio in Wilton, CT, 
teaching harp lessons to students of all ages.  
 
Storyteller and actress, MONICA PETERSON has 
performed a one-woman show at venues such as The 
Children's Museum of the Arts in Manhattan, 
Connecticut DEEP Great Park Pursuit, the Riverfront 
Music Revival, the Connecticut Storytelling Festival 
and at museums, libraries, schools, festivals, and 
senior centers throughout the tristate area. In addition 
to appearing in commercial work and conducting 
storytelling workshops, Monica worked for 15 years as 
an educator in the Stamford Public School System 
teaching gifted education, kindergarten and fifth grade 
and earning the Stamford Public Schools’ Spotlight 
Award for Excellence in Teaching and the Board of 
Education’s Staff Achievement Award.   
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
